Check the etc/hosts file. If there 
is no host name for the machine, 

add one.  
 

After your Policy Broker machine 
upgrade is complete, you are now free 

to upgrade any other products, 
appliances, or additional Websense 

components located on other 
machines. Any replica Policy Brokers 

you may have must be upgraded first.

manager 
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
