If the services have not been stopped 
after approximately 10 minutes, then 

stop them manually with the command: 
 

C:\Program Files or Program Files 
(x86)\Websense\Web 

Security\WebsenseAdmin stop 

Log on to the installation 
machine with an account 
having domain and local 

administrator privileges. If you 
are upgrading Log Server on 

this machine and it uses a 
Windows trusted connection to 

access the Log Database, you 
must log on to this machine 

using the same trusted account 
 

 

Close all applications and stop 
any antivirus software. Be sure to 
close the Windows Event Viewer, 

or the upgrade may fail 
 

Go to the Downloads tab of 
mywebsense.com to download 

the TRITON Unified Installer. 
The installer file is 

WebsenseTRITON81xSetup.exe. 
Installer files occupy 

approximately 5 GB of disk 
space 

 

After your Policy Broker machine 
upgrade is complete, you are now free 

to upgrade any other products, 
appliances, or additional Websense 

components located on other 
machines. Any replica Policy Brokers 
you may have must be upgraded first
